Dogs on field
trips showed less nervousness,
anxiousness, insecurity, barking,
shaking/trembling, and repetitive

behaviors such as jumping. Both
you and the dog can enjoy a day
of companionship combined
with an adventure, a win-win
situation for all!

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Important Tips For Keeping Pets Safe In The Summer

Provided by the American Veterinary Medical Association

1. Never leave your pet in the car. It could be deadly. The temperature
in a parked car can soar to 160° F within minutes, even with the

windows left slightly open.

2. Provide plenty of clean, cool drinking water at all times.

3. Make sure your petisn’t left unsupervised and has access to plenty

of shade and ventilation.

4. Exercise pets in the morning or evening when it’s cooler. The pads
on dogs’ feet burn easily, so avoid hot surfaces such as asphalt on

hot days.
